2) Unscrew trap lid (turn counterclockwise).
3) Remove strainer basket and clean. Be surXe all holes in basket are clear,flush basket with water and replace in trap with large
opening at pipe connection port (between ribs provided). If basket is replaced backwards cover will not fit on trap body.

4) Clean and inspect lid Ring; reinstall on trap cover.

5) Clean Ring groove on trap body and Replace lid. To help keep lid from sticking, tighten hand tight only.
